Build Green - Renovate Green

Did you know?

All phases of buildings—nbuilding design, construction,
materials and operation—consume more energy than any
other part of the economy? That’s why green buildings are
so important! Green buildings save energy and water while
lowering greenhouse gas emissions and waste output.

So what is green building exactly? Green building is a design
and construction practice that promotes the economic health
and well-being of people, the community and the environ-
ment. Green buildings take advantage of healthier and more
resource-efficient models of construction.

What can my company do?

If your company is considering building a new facility,
commit to designing and building facilities to meet the U.S.
Green Building Council’s Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design (LEED) standards. www.usgbc.org
Use new technologies such as geothermal heating, solar
water heaters, gray-water cisterns, and shading in building
design to reduce environmental impacts.

Incorporate more energy efficient standards into residential
and corporate construction.

Incorporate sustainability practices into future construction
projects, such as cool or green roofs, recycled materials,
permeable surfaces and Xeriscaping.

Design facilities to be strategically shaded, designed to use
natural lighting and energy efficient measures.
Design/redesign permeable/vegetated/shaded pavement
areas in parking lots.

Important information if building within the city of Dallas:
Beginning in 2009, ‘green’ will be the new standard for
building in Dallas and no longer ‘just an option.” The Dallas
City Council passed a new green construction
requirement/ordinance aimed at reducing energy and

water consumption in ALL new houses and commercial
buildings. Dallas is one of the first major U.S. cities to pass a
comprehensive building standard for both residential and
commercial construction.
